Maharashtra govt may move SC

agamst ‘unacceptable’ verdict

HC verdict akin to rubbing

MUMBAI

The Maharashtra govern-
ment will challenge the ac-
quittal of 12 accused in the
7/11 Mumbai train bomb
blasts case by the Bombay
High Court in the Supreme
Court, Chief Minister Dev-
endra Fadnavis said on
Monday. He described the
high court verdict as shock-
ing.

“I will go through the en-
tire order. I have discussed
with the lawyers, and the
high court verdict will be
challenged in the Supreme
Court,” he told reporters.

Nineteen years after
seven train blasts here
killed more than 180 per-
sons, the Bombay High
Court on Monday acquitted
all 12 accused, saying the
prosecution utterly failed to
prove the case and it was

“hard to believe the accused
committed the crime”.

The court allowed the ap-
peals filed by the accused
challenging their conviction
and sentences imposed on
them by a special court in
2015. A special bench of Jus-
tices Anil Kilor and Shyam
Chandak said the prosecu-
tion has failed to even bring
on record the type of bombs
used in the crime, and that
the evidence relied on by it
was not conclusive to con-
vict the accused.

‘Maha govt will study
order’

Maharashtra  revenue
minister and senior BJP
leader Chandrashekhar Ba-
wankule said the state gov-
ernment will assess the
merits of the Bombay HC
order acquitting all 12 ac-
cused, before deciding on
whether to challenge it in
the Supreme Court.

Mumbai: Gardening con-
tractor Harish Powar lived
with the physical and emo-
tional scars of the 7/11 local
train bombings while wait-
ing for the closure.

However, the acquittal of
12 accused by the Bombay
High Court after 19 years has
left the Virar resident aghast,
prompting him to dub the
verdict akin to rubbing salt
on the wounds of victims.

Powar, now 44, vividly re-
members July 11, 2006, when
a bomb blast ripped through
the first-class coach of a
Virar-bound local train he
was travelling in, which left
him injured.

“The blast scene keeps
cropping up in front of my
eyes even after almost two
decades. I remember bodies
lying inside the compart-
ment with blood splattered
on its walls. Some people
were writhing in pain, while
a few others were lying mo-
tionless,” Powar told PTL

He recalled spotting the
head that had flown into the
coach due to the explosion's
impact.

“After 19 years, nobody
would expect such a verdict.
If the 12 accused are ac-
quitted, then we should
know the real culprits,” he
said.

‘Very sad day for
everyone! Justice
got killed!

‘Chirag Chauhan, a
2006 Mumbai train
blasts survivor who is
now wheelchair-bound
and a practising CA, ex-
pressed dismay over
the acquittal of all the 12
accused in the case by
the Bombay HC, and
said “Justice got killed".
No one got punished for
the irreparable damage
and pain suffered by
thousands of families!!,”
Chauhan said in a post
on X.

K’taka: Tax notice turns the clock back

While India’s UPI transaction
is boasting to have surpassed
the VISA digital transaction,
making UPI the largest digital
transaction in the world, the
notice by the Commercial Tax
officials to the small traders,
street vendors and petty shop
owners to pay up 18% GST is
literally sending Karnataka
back to age old ‘cash and
carry' regime.

On July
25, the traders will take out a
massive rally at Freedom Park,
protesting against the Com-
mercial Tax Department.

A 22-year-old man in Jaipur,
Rajasthan, was brutally stabbed
14 times to death in a shocking
incident that police suspect was
arevenge attack. The gruesome
crime has triggered wide-
spread communal unrest and
sparked street protests across
the city.
